COMMITTEE OF INDEPENDENT GOVERNORS

TERMS OF REFERENCE

CONSTITUTION

1. Pursuant to Paragraph 5 of the Instrument of Government and Article 7 (9) of the Articles of Government, the Board of Governors has established a Committee of Independent Governors (the Committee).


MEMBERSHIP

2. The Committee shall comprise all the Independent members of the Corporation

Independent members are defined in Law as, “persons appearing to the appointing authority to have experience of, and to have shown capacity in, industrial, commercial or employment matters or in the practice of any profession”

Independent members may not be : 

a)
employed at the University (whether or not as a teacher);

b) a full-time student at the University, or 

c) an elected member of any local authority

QUORUM

3. The quorum for meetings shall be not less than one half of all those entitled to vote, except that an absolute majority of all members shall be required in any appointment of a member aged over seventy.

Members of the Committee voting by proxy shall be deemed to be present for the purpose of the calculation of the Committee’s quorum.

Where the person appointing a proxy is an Independent member, the person appointed shall be another Independent member.


FREQUENCY OF MEETINGS 

4. The Committee shall meet as determined by the Chair in consultation with the Clerk to ensure the efficient performance of its duties described below. 

AUTHORITY 

5. The Committee is authorised to act as the appointing authority for the appointment of Independent members where required to do so by virtue of Paragraph 5 of the Instrument of Government and Article 7 (9) of the Articles of Government.


DUTIES

6. The Committee shall receive nominations from the Nominations Committee and make appointments by way of confidential ballot including proxy votes conducted by the Clerk.

The Clerk will advise nominees and other members of the Board of Governors of the Committee’s decisions. 
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
