Erasmus – bespoke assessment for half-year exchange – guidance 
For students undertaking a half-year exchange, assessment should be designed to meet the specific needs of a student undertaking either the first or second half of the course and its modules. 
A 40 credit module would usually have around 10,000 words or equivalent attached to it, a 20 credit module would usually have 5,000 words or equivalent attached to it. Therefore, for both 40 and 20 credit modules, assessment should be designed that forms half the usual amount as only half the year is being undertaken here. 

Once an assessment has been designed, it should be discussed and agreed with the external examiner, approved by School Board, and shared with Student Services.
