	Vehicles 

There are paths around the campus for the exclusive use of pedestrians. In certain areas pedestrians are obliged to walk along roads that are also used by cycles, motorbikes, cars, vans, articulated buses, tractors and other vehicles. The lack of segregation is a key safety issue for the University. There is only one designated pedestrian crossing on campus that is ostensibly a’zebra crossing’’ but is not highlighted by yellow beacons nor with zigzag road markings. This crossing is 30 metres long. The bendy bus turns after crossing the ‘zebra crossing’.

The paths provided for pedestrians are in good condition but there are certain areas where the paths are liable to flooding and/or the deposition of mud washed down from the topside of the campus grounds. In particular the paths between Stanton and Dairy are at risk. In addition the gutter/sides of the road that extends from the front /north side of Dairy to the VC house 

Suffers from mud deposition after heavy rainfall. 

Rain  -  The campus is located on the side of a hill and there is a possibility that severe rainfall can result in local flooding and also deposition of mud onto paths and roads. As noted above this presents a risk to pedestrians but also to all road users.
Snow, sleet and frost - The Grounds department is equipped and prepared to grit roads and paths if it is reasonably practicable to do so
Contractors regularly bring vans and heavy goods vehicles on campus which can block paths and the roads.

	Road traffic is subject to a speed limit of 15mph on the roads serving the campus.

.
	The speed limit is not always complied with.  There is no enforcement policy for respect of the speed limit. 

There is a need to segregate pedestrians from all vehicles. Particular areas were this is a significant risk are:

· The one way roads in front of Main House and the Main Library including the long ‘’zebra crossing’’ that crosses the road that passes in front of Steward’s Lodge 
· Between Stanton and Corston 

· On the north end and west side of Dairy particularly where traffic turns towards the Student Union building and to access the Hockey Pitch car park.
· Access to the Student Union from the south/back side of Dairy

· Access to Stable from Dairy

· Car Parks particularly the Hockey Pitch car park.

· The approach roads to and from Corston and Newton St Looe.
There is a need to review the drainage and risk of runoff affecting the west end of the campus to establish if there are any remedial measures that are reasonably practicable to prevent the build-up of rain water and mud on the paths and roads on campus.
Security are vigilant to ensure that inappropriate parking is not tolerated. The pre-contract meeting for significant work undertaken by contractors should consider the presence of vehicles on campus and their parking and (un)loading arrangements so as to avoid any risk to pedestrians and other road users.
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
