	Windows

Individuals operating or located close to an open window could fall out on to the ground level outside if the window were sufficiently open or if the window was not adequate to safeguard a falling person.

Windows are normally not considered to be final means of escape; this should be by exiting through a door. However, in the case of the basement at Main House, windows are equipped to allow occupants of the basement escape to the outside.  Access is not good but it does provide a final means of escape to those who are not mobility impaired albeit be temporary or permanent. 

Doors

Doors are potentially harmful as they can be opened and accidentally strike person(s)..This is a particular concern on escape routes and such routes should generally be provided with doors with appropriately positioned sight panels in the doors.  
Malfunctioning fire doors


	An individual located adjacent to a window.

Anybody located near to a door

All persons in an affected building

	Windows in halls of residence are fitted with restrainers to limit the extent of opening of windows so as to prevent any student or occupant of the building from falling out of a window. 
All replacement windows are fitted with an opening restrictor on both sides of the window, whereas older windows are fitted with a single restrictor.

Windows in the Residences are inspected annually by the Domestic Services Manager and the SHE Adviser. 
Students in residence are inducted as to the need to report all window and door etc malfunctions to Property Services Maintenance via a residence log book for remedial attention.

.

Escape route doors generally fitted with a sight panel.  The Fire Risk assessments address this risk.

The power assisted external doors at the front of the ]West Wing of Main House could possibly trap a person with the simultaneous opening of the fire door at the top of the stairs from the basement. A sight panel has been fitted to guard against this happening.
A fire door that is significantly 

damaged and is providing the standard 30 minutes fire safety protection could endanger the occupants of the affected building
in the event of a fire. Fire doors should be inspected monthly by Fire Wardens The records are maintained by the SHE Office.

Residences fire doors a re thoroughly checked annually by the SHE Adviser in conjunction with Domestic Services Manager.


	Occupiers of the basement offices should undertake emergency evacuation exercises to familiarise themselves with the means of escape via the basement windows. These exercises should be conducted as part of the programme of regular evacuation drills.
Residence fire doors should be checked and the findings recorded and promptly dealt with on a regular basis.
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
