Today the main task for you is to complete the Module Selection Process.

The online Student Portal gives information about the subjects and the Level 4 modules on offer in 2010/11. This information, together with module descriptions, is provided to help you decide which modules you would like to study in your first year at University. You can make an initial module selection online, but don’t confirm your choices until you have had the chance to discuss your selection with staff at Bath Spa. During the first two days of Induction Week, you will have the opportunity to talk to your Personal Tutor, Head of Department and Registry staff, who will be pleased to answer any queries you may have about choosing modules. You do not need to confirm your module selections until Wednesday 29th September. 

The most important thing to remember when choosing your modules is that full-time students must take at least 40 credits from each of their two subjects, including any core (compulsory) modules.
Students registered for Single and Combined awards should take a minimum of 40 credits in subject A and a minimum of 40 credits in subject B, plus 40 credits (2 x 20 credits or 1 x 40 credits) which may be used to take extra modules in the subjects for which you are registered (subject to availability), or may be modules in another subject. Thus, for instance, if you are registered for English and Creative Writing joint honours you will take EN4001, the 40-credit core module in English and CS4001, the 40-credit core module in Creative Writing, leaving 40 credits to select from either English, Creative Writing, or another subject.

Please remember, though, that it is YOUR responsibility to familiarise yourself with the requirements of the award for which you are registered. If you are in ANY DOUBT please ask your personal tutor!
