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Overall Procedure:
In the event of heavy snow fall, Security will contact the On-call Duty Manager, who will then contact the Director of Estates and Services, a decision will then be made whether it is viable to continue with a normal working day for all staff members (see Closure).

When snowfall is forecast the Duty Managers will implement the snow rota. Nominated Estates personnel will take BSU 4x4 vehicles home with them the evening before. In the event of snowfall they will attend site and pick up other personnel on the rota to assemble a team of people able to clear snow by manual and mechanical means. Newton Park is cleared as a priority, the Duty Manager will then decide if clearance is required at other sites and the team will be deployed accordingly.

The snow rota is supplemental to our snow and gritting service provision from an outsourced contractor who provides a service for gritting, pedestrian and mechanical snow clearance, as listed below.  The arrangement includes a dedicated mechanical snow clearance service which can be directed between Newton Park, Sion Hill and Locksbrook Road by the Duty Officer as required. Newton Park is the priority site.

GRITTING - is automatically scheduled when our daily weather report forecasts local Road Surface Temperatures (RST's) to fall to 0˚C or below (particular to the location of each site).

PEDESTRIAN SNOW CLEARANCE - If there is 2cm or more of snow on the ground at the time of a gritting service visit then the snow will automatically be manually cleared from key pedestrian routes, footpaths, to & from car parking areas & fire exits.

MECHANICAL SNOW CLEARANCE - is undertaken to delivery areas, service access roads & one third of parking spaces, this is undertaken by 4x4’s or heavy plant as applicable.  Snow clearance is activated by the midday weather forecast when 5cm or more of snow is forecast to fall in the period between 1200hrs on the day & 0600hrs.
